Entry fees are per person: $15 for adults and $5 for youth (12 and under).

Make checks for entry fees payable to the NSS FAS, OR PAYPAL BEFORE DELIVERED TO SALON AREA
AT CONVENTION.

The size of entries will be limited to space available for each individual artist.

Entries submitted at the Convention will be accepted only on a space-available basis. Salon Competition
entries will be given priority.

There is provision for artwork to be displayed but not judged if the artist so wishes.

All exhibits are encouraged to be sold at Salon or entered for NSS Auction.

Previously awarded work is encouraged to be exhibited but will not be judged in the Salon.
Applications will be screened and artists will be notified by mail or E-mail of ACCEPTANCE TO SHOW.

Additional information, and Convention address to send artwork, will be supplied at time of notification.
